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“Hearn’s life was lived on a global scale ... As for his work, it engaged deeply not just with multilingualism, but with
intercontinentalism, creolisation, transnationalism and transculturalism. ...If we absolutely have to pigeonhole or
“brand” Hearn, it would have to be less, then, as an “Old World” or as “New World” figure than as a “fundamental
migrant”, an absolutely homeless storyteller, who dwelled long enough in the American South, the Caribbean and
Japan to be able to translate these worlds into words.”
